Discussion Questions for the week of October 21st   








Introduction
· This is pastor appreciation month.  What do you appreciate about your pastors (this may sound self-serving since Pastor Clarke writes these, but it’s a worthy discussion nonetheless ()
Discussion Questions
· What were your thoughts on the intro video that was shown at the beginning of Pastor Chris’s message?

· What was the significance of the crowd standing by and watching?

· How did Pastor Chris define spiritual harmony?  Do you agree with his definition? If not, what would you add or take away from it?
· In your own words, what is the singular purpose and pursuit that we as the body of Christ share? 
· Read 1 Peter 3:8-15

· Under what contextual “umbrella” does this passage fall?  How does that help us with the pursuit of harmony?
· List out and discuss the ways we are to pursue harmony from this passage. Which ones are easier for you?  Which ones are most difficult?

· The Greek root word for “harmony” literally means “Same think”.  Discuss this concept.

· Find and discuss other scriptures that describe this idea of like-mindedness. What are we to be like minded on?

· How does disagreement work within the framework of like-mindedness? What can we disagree on while remaining like-minded?

· Discuss Pastor Chris’s tuning fork analogy and how it explains our like-minded nature as the body of Christ.

· Read Philippians 2:2- discuss the goal and intent in being like-minded as outline by this verse.
· How are we as a church pursuing this these days?  Do we come across as a united church with a compelling like-mindedness?

· If not, how can you as an individual and we as a community improve in this area?

· Reread v. 9.  Discuss the practical implications and demands that can be found in this verse.

· Read 1 Peter 2:21. How did Jesus handle the evil that was thrown at Him?  How can we do the same?

· Reread 1 Peter 3:13-15.  Have you ever been harmed for and/or while doing good?  Did this injustice make it difficult to react with a harmonious countenance?  Discuss these kinds of situations and the difficulties found therein.  

· How can you pursue harmony with greater fervor this week?  Discuss this and commit to keeping each other accountable this week.
